When you were baptised as a baby, you had no say in the matter.  Your parents brought you for 
baptism because of  their love for you. Confirmation is the ‘sealing’ or confirming of  that 
Baptism and so, to be confirmed must be your own decision.  You are asking for God to send 
the Holy Spirit in a special way, to strengthen you as a follower of  Christ. 
To be confirmed you must be in Year 9 or above at school – Third Year of  secondary school – 
in September 2009 the maximum age limit is *16 years of  age.  You must also want to make 
this next step in your journey of  faith as a member of  the Catholic Church independently. If  
you are unsure please discuss this with Fr Howard. 

 
Please return this form by 2nd November 2009 to the Parish Office (39, Duncan Terrace).  It 
will not be possible to join the course once it has started. 

 

You will receive a letter explaining the course, an invitation to an introductory evening will be 
given, any questions about the sessions can be explained on that day if  that has not been 
covered in the introductory letter along with the dates of  the 9 of  1 hour sessions held in the
